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PROGRAM SUMMARY 
 

PROGRAM GOALS 

Hawai`i on the Horizon: A Transpacific Voyage Into Island Culture and Nature 

The goal of this program is to give you an educational introduction to Hawai`i.  From tropical 

beaches to volcanoes, cloud forests to blue waters, Hawai`i offers an abundance of natural and 

cultural wonders to explore.  We cruise among the islands of the Big Island of Hawai`i, O`ahu, 

Kaua`i, , and Maui to focus on history, the kaleidoscopic mixture of races and ethnic groups, life 

cycle of the islands, and each island’s geology, physical environment, flora and fauna.  While 

aboard the ship, we sail at night and spend each day in port, allowing the maximum amount of 

time to explore Hawai`i. 

 

PROGRAM ITINERARY  
The program begins at the Westgate Hotel in San Diego, CA in the late afternoon.  After one 

night at the Westgate Hotel, you will board Holland America’s MS Oosterdam, for the cruise 

portion of the program.   Fourteen nights on board include sailing to the following ports in this 

order (subject to change):  Hilo, Maui, Kaua`i, O`ahu, and Mexico.  We spend full days 

(morning and afternoon) in all ports.  We disembark in San Diego with individual departures 

from the Port of San Diego.  

 

PROGRAM STRUCTURE 
activities, we seek to provide insights into Hawai`i’s history, culture, natural environment, and 

the character of Hawai`i’s people.  Lectures provide an overview of Hawai`i, introduce the 

islands, and reveal the formation and evolution of the Hawaiian Islands.  Field trips include 

Hawai`i Volcanoes National Park; Haleakala National Park, recognized as an International 

Biosphere Reserve by the United States; `Īao Valley State Park which is the location of the 

famous, fierce battle between Maui warriors and the army of Kamehameha I; Hanalei Valley, a 

lush green valley filled with gardens, a hardwood plantation, orchards and lo`i kalo (taro fields); 

and the USS Arizona Memorial, the national park dedicated to those who lost their lives on 

December 7, 1941. 

 

As the purpose of using the cruise ship for a Road Scholar program is to allow you to study 

multiple islands in a logistically convenient way, a combination of lectures, field trips and 

excursions while in port will be the basis of the program schedule while on the ship.  At each 

port location, the educational focus will be on the unique features that each island offers. All 

academic components have been arranged by Hawai`i Pacific University exclusively for Road 

Scholar, so program classes and field trips are for Road Scholar program participants only.   

 

During the Road Scholar program, your free time in port is minimal as we try to show you as 

much as we can through included field trips.  Most evenings on the ship will be left free to take 

advantage of shipboard activities and entertainment.  If you wish to include personal sightseeing 

or visiting, it is best to arrange these activities before or after your program.  Please see the 

―Optional Activities‖ section for other activities you may want to consider (some free, some 

extra cost). 
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HEALTH, SAFETY & PHYSICAL CONSIDERATIONS 

This program is rated Activity Level 2.  Participants must be able to handle their own luggage, 

climb a few stairs, stand for up to an hour, get on and off a motor coach easily and walk a few 

blocks indoors or out.  

. 

To assist you in your preparations, please be aware of the following important information.  Road 

Scholar study cruise programs involve getting on and off vessels, climbing stairs aboard vessels and 

other transportation conveyances, walking in variable weather, and occasionally carrying your own 

luggage.  This program involves traveling on waterways and carries with it the risks inherent in such 

activities.   

 

Please consult with your physician about the physical demands of the program and your 

participation in it well before departure.  A field trip to the summit area (9,740 feet) of Haleakalā 

(a dormant volcano) is included while you are on Maui.   

 

In addition, since you will be on a cruise ship, if you are susceptible to motion sickness, you may 

want to bring a preventative medication.  This same medication could be used for the field trip to 

Haleakalā, as the road has many curves.    If you have any questions or concerns about aspects of the 

program in regards to your health, please contact the PII Road Scholar office.   

 

REQUIRED INFORMATION FORMS 

Please be sure to fill out your enclosed Housing/Transportation and Health/Safety Forms.  Those 

participants traveling together may complete one general Housing/Transportation Form.  However, 

each program participant must complete a separate Health / Safety Questionnaire.   Please 

send these forms as soon as possible and no later than 4 weeks prior to your arrival.   

 

Please provide all details that would be important in the case of an emergency or that could affect 

your participation in the program.  For your health and safety please understand that accurate and 

complete responses are essential.  These forms will be kept on hand with your Group Leader during 

your program.   

 

When filling out the Housing and Transportation Form, you must print your name exactly as listed 

on the I.D. you will be using for cruise ship check-ins.  We will use this name when processing 

your cruise ship tickets.  If your tickets do not match the name listed on your I.D., you may be 

assessed a fee by the cruise ship. There will be a separate space to indicate your ―preferred name‖ 

for use on nametags and other program materials.

We suggest that you 

schedule your flight departure NO EARLIER than 12:00 noon if flying out that day.  You must 

disembark the ship by 10:30 am.

HAWAI`I – THE BIG ISLAND 

While all the islands are unique in their own special way, the Big Island of Hawai`i is the only 

one with an active volcano!  Hawai`i's Big Island has spectacular contrasts...the mighty 

volcanoes Mauna Loa (13,679 feet) and Kilauea, lofty snow clad Mauna Kea (13,796 feet), the 

Kau Desert, gorgeous waterfalls, the Puna Fern Forest, and the colorful orchids of Hilo. The 

island grows sugar, coffee, cattle, and macadamia nuts. Landmarks include Hawai`i Volcanoes 

National Park, Kealakekua Bay, Kailua-Kona, Kawaihae, Parker Ranch, and Waipio Valley.  

Despite being the largest and youngest of the islands, the island’s population is relatively small at 

almost 185,000 people. 
 

KAUA`I 

Kaua`i, The "Garden Island" offers magnificent scenery and lush vegetation, beautiful waterfalls, 

the spectacular Waimea Canyon, the great "hidden" valley of Kalalau, colorful tropical plants 

and flowers.  Landmarks include Hanalei Bay, Wailua River, Nāwiliwili Bay, Po`ipū Beach.  

Kaua`i is the oldest island in the state with a population of about 67,000 people. 

 
O`AHU  
O`ahu is known as the ―Gathering Place‖.  It is the most populated island with over 950,000 residents 

and is where Honolulu is the capital city, the principal port, the major airport, and business and 

financial center, and the educational heart of the State. O`ahu is the military command center of the 

Pacific. Landmarks include the Nu`uanu Pali, Diamond Head, and Pearl Harbor.   

 

MAUI 

Maui, the "Valley Isle", produces sugar, pineapple, cattle, and horses. The 10,023-foot Haleakalā 

is the largest dormant volcano crater in the world. Lahaina was Hawai`i's capital before 1845 and 

still retains the atmosphere of an old whaling town. Nearby are the Ka`anapali and Wailea resort 

areas and golf courses. Hana and `Īao Valley draws many visitors.  The island has a population 

of almost 150,000 people. 

 

ACCOMMODATIONS: WESTGATE HOTEL 

Located 2.5 miles from the airport, the Westgate hotel is perfectly situated to enjoy Horton Plaza 

shopping center and trendy restaurants and nightclubs in the Gaslamp Quarter.  The decor 

includes imported European furnishings such as handcrafted Italian armoires, marble-topped 

nightstands, plush armchairs with gold braiding, fine brocade fabrics, and premium bedding. 

Room amenities include minibars, DVD and CD players, iron/ironing board, clock radio, hair 

dryer, extra towels/bedding, climate control, a desk and laptop-compatible safes. High-speed 

Internet access is complimentary, and TV-based Internet access is also available (surcharge).

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Italian-marble bathrooms feature bathrobes, glass-enclosed shower/tub combinations, and 

Gilchrist & Soames toiletries. The hotel offers twice-daily housekeeping and nightly turndown 

service. All guest rooms are non-smoking. 

Guests enjoy access to two restaurants (Le Fontainebleau - Flagship restaurant known for 

romantic atmosphere and contemporary French cuisine and Le Grand Café featuring 

Continental-inspired California cuisine), 24 hour room service, an upscale grocery, a bar, 

afternoon tea served every weekday, a fitness center and a spa.   

ACCOMMODATIONS:  MS Oosterdam 
The MS Oosterdam accommodates 1,916 passengers, is 936 feet long, weighs in at 82,305 gross 

tons and has 11 passenger decks.  Public areas linked by elevators include 5 restaurants, 2 bars 

and lounges, a casino, library, spa, fitness center, Internet café, pools, hot tubs, and sun decks. 

 

Depending on how you registered with Road Scholar your cabin will be either an inside cabin or 

an outside cabin with a window.  Cabins will be assigned randomly, but you will be with your 

requested roommate.  You will not be required to use an upper berth in any cabin.  Each cabin 

has air conditioning, wall-to-wall carpeting, a sitting area (or desk area), television, refrigerator, 

safe, and a private bathroom with shower. 

 

All ship passengers are required to present a credit card upon check-in to the ship to cover any 

on-board incidental purchases (alcohol, souvenirs, internet usage, etc.)  This is a mandatory 

policy whether or not you intend to make such purchases.  No charges will be applied if there are 

not charges to your room account.   

 

 

Please note: Participants should NOT plan on bringing liquor onto the cruise ship.  Security upon 

boarding the ship will confiscate and dispose of open liquor containers, and will hold sealed liquor 

containers and return them at disembarkation at the end of the cruise. Similarly, no prepared food, 

fruits, vegetables or nuts in unsealed containers are allowed back onboard per the ship’s policies 

which are compliant with Hawaiian Agriculture regulations. 

 

Wheelchairs are welcome on board the ship; however, they must be collapsible. Those 

participants who require oxygen therapy must provide their own supply. Liquid oxygen is not 

permitted onboard.

DOCUMENTATION 
All participants need a valid Photo Identification Document to board the ship. Acceptable 

identification includes either a valid Passport OR a valid Driver’s License/Government Issued 

Photo ID and a certified copy of your birth certificate.  If you do not have a passport and you 

plan to bring your driver’s license, you are required to have a copy of your birth certificate as 

well.   If you have a passport, that alone is enough identification and your birth certificate is not 

required. A valid Passport is required for non-U.S citizens. Any passenger traveling without 
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proper photo identification as described will not be allowed to board the vessel and no refund 

will be issued. A COPY OF YOUR PASSPORT IS UNACCEPTABLE.  You will not be 

allowed to board with only a copy.  For more information about this requirement please visit this

ROOM ASSIGNMENTS 

Participants traveling together will be housed together.  Those traveling independently will 

be paired and housed two to a room unless registered for a single room.  You will, of course, 

be with your requested roommate.  Couples will generally be assigned a room/cabin with one 

bed unless otherwise specified on the Housing & Transportation Form.  All others will be 

assigned a room/cabin with two beds unless otherwise specified.  Rooms and cabins will be 

assigned randomly - we regret that we are unable to accommodate requests for cabin location or 

specific cabin number.  If you registered with Road Scholar for single occupancy you will be 

assigned a single room at the hotel and aboard the ship.  Please note that we will do our best to 

obtain your preferred bedding arrangements, however, there are no guarantees.   

 
MEALS 

All program meals are included in your tuition.  Meals at the hotel will generally be buffet or 

you’ll have a choice of entrée (at least for dinner).  While aboard ship, meals will be served in a 

variety of restaurants featuring buffet-style or menu service.  On field trips the lunches are picnic 

style or from a set pre-planned menu at local restaurants.  We may not always be able to 

accommodate special diets, but we will do our best to offer choices.   

 

Most meals will be taken as a group, but while on board the MS Oosterdam some meals may be 

left unscheduled to allow group members to take advantage of the ship’s other dining 

opportunities.  Some restaurants require reservations which can be made once aboard. 

 

You may purchase alcoholic beverages on your own when available.  Please inform us of any food

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SMOKING POLICY 
Hawai`i is the 14th U.S. State to enact a Smoke-Free Law prohibiting smoking in partially or 

enclosed facilities that are owned by the state or open to the public, including private businesses such 

as restaurants and bars.  No smoking is allowed within 20 feet of doorways, windows, and ventilation 

intakes, nor allowed in Hawai`i airports from cabin to curb. Smoking is prohibited in classrooms and 

on busses and other conveyances.  

 

Hotels and motels may designate up to 20 percent of rooms as smoking allowed. As many Road 

Scholar participants are non-smokers, we try to ensure that smokers and non-smokers are not 

assigned as roommates.  If there is no other option than to assign a non-smoker and a smoker as 

roommates, the smoker is asked to refrain from smoking in the shared room. In the event that a guest 

has smoked in a non-smoking room, there may be a cleaning fee assessed by the hotel upon check-

out.  

 

As a general courtesy, smoking is only permitted outside and away from the group. Group leaders, 

drivers, and other staff are expected to observe non-smoking areas.  

 

PORTERAGE AND TIPPING 
Standard porterage and tipping are included for at all sites, except Kīlauea Military Camp and 

Moloka`i Hotel, within the program, restaurant service, and group bus transfers.  Tipping for 

housekeeping service is at your own discretion.  Tipping for departure from last accommodation, bar 

service or any other personal service is not included. 

 

CLOTHING AND PERSONAL ITEMS 
In Hawai`i, the dress is casual, even on the cruise ship.  Resort casual attire is always 

appropriate.  During the day, walking shorts are perfectly appropriate, while after 5:30 p.m. on 

the ship, men should wear slacks or pants and a shirt with a collar, and women should wear 

dresses, skirts or pants.  Jeans, shorts, t-shirts, tank tops, swimsuits and beachwear are not 

permitted after 5:30 p.m. in any of the restaurants on the ship.   

 

The weather is pleasantly warm year-round, averaging in the mid- to upper-80's during the day 

and low to mid-70's at night.  Gently blowing trade winds help keep the temperature 

comfortable.  We suggest LIGHTWEIGHT COTTON or cotton/poly clothing.  A light rain 

poncho (disposable types are sufficient) or umbrella is recommended for tropical showers, and a 

light jacket or sweater is recommended for the evenings and air-conditioned areas.  Sunscreen, a 

hat, and mosquito repellent are also important for outdoor activities.  We encourage you to 

pack lightly and to consider bringing a luggage cart or luggage with wheels for ease of travel.    

Laundry service is available at the hotel and on board the ship, but as you’d expect, it is 

expensive.   

 

Note: You may want to bring cold weather clothing (such as a light jacket, sweatshirt, pants, 

etc.) for the Haleakalā field trip, as it can get cold at the summit area.  Temperatures commonly 

range between 40 and 65 degrees F, but can be below freezing at any time of year with the wind 

chill factor. Weather changes rapidly at high elevations on Haleakalā.  Intense sunlight, thick 

clouds, heavy rain and high winds are possible daily.  
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Please have your name and address identification on your luggage.  All suitcases are collected 

the night before the ship returns to San Diego.  It is important to bring an overnight bag for those 

things you will need that last night and the following morning on the ship. 

 

On the MS Oosterdam, first and foremost, dress for comfort. Daily life aboard ship and in ports 

of call is relaxed and casual. Evening dress falls into two distinct categories: Formal or Smart 

Casual. On festive Formal evenings, ladies usually wear a suit, cocktail dress or gown and 

gentlemen wear a jacket and tie, dark suit or tuxedo. There are approximately two formal nights 

per week. Smart Casual can be defined as slacks and collared shirts for men and casual dresses, 

slacks and informal evening wear for women. T-shirts, swimsuits, tank tops and shorts are not 

allowed in the restaurants or public areas during the evening hours. Participation on formal 

evenings is optional.  If you choose not to participate in the formal evening, the dress code is 

resort casual attire (the same as the other nights).  

 

This program includes visits to one or more National Parks which charge per person entrance 

fees (currently up to $5 per park). As many Road Scholar participants have a National Park 

Service (NPS) Golden Age Passport or NPS America the Beautiful Senior Pass, we decided not 

to include these entrance fees in your Road Scholar tuition, as we didn’t want you to have to pay 

for something that you could otherwise get for free.  If you have a Golden Age or America the 

Beautiful Senior Pass, you need to bring it with you in order to avoid paying a fee of up to $5 

per person at each park included in the program (please note that entrance policies and fees 

are subject to change by the NPS without notice). If you don’t have either pass, we encourage 

you to purchase a Senior Pass at a participating Government agency before your arrival, if 

possible. If prior purchase of a pass is not possible, you may have an opportunity to purchase one 

for a $10.00 lifetime benefits fee.

INSURANCE 
As explained in the ―Welcome to Road Scholar‖ brochure that was included with your 

enrollment notice, your program cost includes the Road Scholar ―Travel Assistance & Insurance 

Plan.‖  The primary purpose of this plan is to provide 24-hour assistance for medical and other 

emergencies.  In addition, this plan provides insurance coverage in the event of accidental death 

or dismemberment.  This plan also provides limited, supplemental, medical, and baggage 

insurance.  Please read the Road Scholar brochure carefully to understand what is involved. 

 

You should review your personal insurance policies and the scope of this insurance plan to 

determine whether, together, they provide adequate coverage for your individual needs.  The 

Road Scholar ―Travel Assistance & Insurance Plan‖ applies for the program dates published in 

the catalog or subsequent notices.  Independent travel (before, during, or after the published 

program dates) is not covered. 

 

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES
